	COURSE OBJECTIVES

	The overall aim of the course it to enable students appreciate the role of evaluation in the performance of extension and to build their capacity to participate effectively in evaluating programs/projects in extension and agricultural/rural development efforts. The specific objectives are:

1. To enable students establish a link between evaluation research (as a special kind of research) and conventional research 

2. To enable students understand the concept of evaluation and its relevance to extension 

3. To provide knowledge on the different purposes for which evaluation is used and establish the link between the purpose of evaluation and the different forms/types of evaluation 

4. To provide knowledge and skills to select and apply approaches/methods for particular (extension) evaluation situations, with emphasis on participatory approaches/methods
5. To equip students to deal with political/policy, institutional, ethical, interpersonal and practical/situational challenges/issues in particular evaluation situations 


	COURSE DESCRIPTION 

	Introduces students to evaluation research, establishing its relationship with conventional research as well as with extension evaluation. Overview of the history, purpose and use of (program) evaluation with specific reference to its relevance to the performance of agricultural extension. Focuses on forms/types of evaluation and approaches and methods used in evaluation within the context of extension, paying particular attention to participatory and process-oriented (hence qualitative) forms/types and approaches/methods of program evaluation in keeping with current trends in development evaluation.
