This course continues with the development of the four language skills through extensive use of graded materials on a wide variety of topics.  Increased attention is given to developing native-like pronunciation and grammatical accuracy, but the main focus is on developing communication skills and progressive introduction of grammar. 
Course Objectives

The course main objective is to further develop   the major language skills, by equipping learners with proper pronunciation skills and grammatical principals gradually.
