Course Name: Elementary Arabic in Daily Use: Grammar and Orthography I

Credit Units: 3

Course Description:
The course peruses an integrated approach to learning the language through using it, in meaningful contexts, while introducing basic Arabic grammatical structures and imparting basic orthography principles and rules 
Course Objectives:
The major objective of the course is to offer learners thorough grounding in all language skills: listening, speaking, reading, and writing. It emphasises listening, reading texts and speaking, in addition to initial exposure to Arabic orthography principles and rules.
Course outlines:
· Greetings and different modes of addressing people in different situations

· Introduction and presentation; seeking for and providing information

· Numbers and counting in Arabic

· Expression of feelings, Time telling, Politeness/request contexts

· Description of concrete objects, colours, sizes, appearances, etc.
· Simple conversation about people, animals, weather, journeys, origins, destinations, traffic, home school, family work, simple instructions etc.
· Simple narrative and descriptive texts
· The nature of the Arabic Script
· Analysis of the Arabic Alphabet
· Words and their development (Alkalam)
· Sentence formatting and writing
· Word classification (verbs, nouns, masculine and feminine gender)
· Singular, dual and plural
Learning Outcomes:

Students who successfully complete this part of the course will be able to understand and actively participate in simple conversations involving basic practical and social situations

Methods of Delivery:

The methods to be used in this course include: lecture method, group work, demonstration, exposition and dramatisation.
