They are guided by assigned supervisors until the completion of their research project.  Topical issues are generated during the year and vetted by the biology coordination unit. The topics address issues pertaining to advancement in biology knowledge, out-reach programs and teaching of science education.

1. Write an adequate research proposal.

2. Collect accurate, valid and reliable research data as per the written proposals.

3. Analyse the data, discuss the results and present the information in form of an acceptable dissertation.

1 A review of the key aspects of writing research proposals and dissertations; Title, acknowledgement, Table of contents, Introduction, Literature review, Methods, Data presentation and analysis, Discussion, Conclusion and Recommendations and References.
