· Introduction to the use of MS-DOS; Windows and EPIINFO; SPSS; Stata; MS Excel; MS Power Point; Endnote. 

· Data management design

· Data form design; database models and data structures

· Data capture; data entry; data security and integrity; editing; updating and back up

· Data management facilities of EPIINFO, SPSS, health informatics.
