CUS 7104 CURRICULA CHANGE AND INNOVATION(Elective for All MED CUS students) 
Course Description:

This course explores the theoretical background of curriculum change and innovation using case studies of curriculum innovations from developing and developed countries. The course introduces the students to strategies of curriculum change and innovation as well as challenges to change and their mitigating factors. In addition, the course equips the students with skills of action research within educational institutions and outside to identify needs, stakeholder analysis, data collection techniques among others as a basis for curriculum change.

Course Objectives

By the end of the course, students will be able to:

I. Plan for a curriculum innovation

II. Identify opportunities for curriculum change and innovation

III. Plan and undertake action research for improvement and change

IV. Disseminate findings of action research for wider implementation and attitude change

Learning outcomes:

By the end of the course, students are expected to have developed the following abilities
1. Critical analysis of curriculum innovations and educational issues in general. 
2. Initiate and lead a curriculum change

3. Advocate for curriculum innovation
4. Problem solving abilities. 

5. Enhanced action research competencies.

2. Theories of curriculum change and innovation 
3. Strategies of curriculum change and control.

4. Agencies for curriculum change at local, national, regional, and international level.

5. Factors influencing curriculum change.

6. Curriculum change and educational discourse [relevance of education]
7. Dissemination of curriculum change and innovation. [i.e. models of dissemination]

8. Barriers to curriculum change and innovation.
9. Case studies of recent curriculum innovations in terms of their rationale, processes, successes, and challenges and lessons learnt.
10. The role of action research and the teacher as a researcher in the process of curriculum change and innovation. 

Methods of Teaching/Delivery:

Class discussions, Group discussions (conventional face –to- face and on-line forums); Research (Library, field work); research presentations; Case study analyses, and mediated lecture.

Mode of Assessment:

Course work: 

i. During the semester, each student submits a word-processed (typed) assignment on an agreed area of the course giving evidence of research and analysis. - 30 marks

ii. Students’ presentation will score – 10 marks.
Total 40 marks 
Examination

At the end of the Semester, students will have a three hour written test answering three questions - each 20 marks. - Total is 60 marks.
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
