a) Course description

c) Course outline
This course summarizes the causes and mechanisms of disease development. It provides the foundation for understanding clinical sciences and community practice.  Details of the course include:

  Causes of disease, The concepts of life and death

  Inflammation: Healing and repair, Anti-inflammatory agents
  Common infectious and communicable diseases.
  Alteration in Growth Control: responses of cells to toxic and radiation injuries.

Alterations in growth control. Neoplasms. Anti-neoplastic agents

  Genetic Disorders: Metabolic, Chromosomal abnormalities. Genetic disorders, Ethical issues in genetic counseling. Gene therapy.

  Investigative Procedures: Histopathological, haematological, Microbiological, biochemical, Immunological, forensic procedures and imaging techniques. Autopsy pathology
