· Presentation, preparation including content, setting, literature selection and preparation of presentation aids including transparencies, slides, power point and posters.  

· Skills on use and care of equipment/visual aids, 
· Contemporary topical issues i.e climate change, floods, management of garbage, politics and education.

· Research and publishing, the rhetoric art of writing and reading scientific journals

· Extraction of technologies from publications
Students will give several seminar presentations at departmental level during the course and atleast one seminar at faculty level during the annual faculty postgraduate students workshop. All seminar presentations will be evaluated using the evaluation sheet attached.

MODE OF DELIVERY, EVALUATION AND ASSESSMENT
