1. COURSE DESCRIPTION:
The course serves to introduce the thinking and practice of the extension profession to the students of CAES. It creates awareness of the relevance and role of extension in Agricultural development generally and to specific courses/disciplines in the college. It covers aspects of extension communication methods and tools to farmers, and as a key output provides the students with an opportunity to use one of methods – the method demonstration - to communicate an agricultural skill to a simulated community context. Tips for conducting a successful method demonstration and use of accompanying computer generated communication materials such as brochures, posters are provided.

The aim of this course is to enable students to carryout practical demonstrations of given technical aspects of agriculture and related sciences to an audience.
