ENE 7205:    DESIGN, IMPLEMENTATION AND EVALUATION OF ENVIRONMENTAL EDUCATION PROJECTS

COURSE DESCRIPTION:
The course aims at equipping students with appropriate theoretical basis of project activities in Environmental education. It equips them with techniques of how to design, implement and evaluate Environmental Education projects both in schools and within the communities.  

COURSE GOALS

By the end of the course, the student should be able to:

(i) Design EE projects both in and out of school.

(ii) Critically analyze the theoretical basis of Project method of teaching.

(iii) Implement, monitor and evaluate EE project.

(iv) Acquire the basic skills/techniques in evaluating EE Projects.

These will be assigned when and as they arise along the course.  Field visits will be undertaken to various conservation sites; NGOs, GOs, schools and communities experiencing various EE programmes.

MODE OF DELIVERY, EVALUATION AND ASSESSMENT

Mode of Delivery

The course will be conducted through seminars, workshops, lectures, discussions, tutorials, video presentations and individual research. A leaner who does not attend 80% of lectures and practical sessions will not be allowed to sit for the final examinations.

Evaluation

At the end of the course, the leaner is expected to present at least ONE typed assignment of 10-15 pages, a report of practical activities or projects undertaken and a JOURNAL that has been kept through the course. This is in addition to the examinations at the end of the semester. Continuous assessment constitutes 40% of the overall grade attained at the end of the course while the final written examination constitutes 60%.
