ENR 2206: URBANISATION AND ENVIRONMENT
Course description

The course introduces students to the relationship between the urbanization process and the environment in developing countries. It helps students to understand the concept of sustainable development in the context of rapid urbanization. It explores the urban planning regimes and their applicability to urban environmental management. It further analyses the context of provision of various infrastructure and services in limited and competing space. 

Learning Objectives

By the end of the course, students should be able to:

· Describe the dynamics of the urbanization process and their environmental consequences

· Discuss the relationship between the urbanization process and the environment in developing countries. 

· Describe the theoretical and practical paradigms in the urban environmental planning and management alternatives.

Course outline

· Dynamics of the urbanization process: Global, regional and country trends.

· Aspects of rural-urban migration and natural increase and their impacts on the urbanization dynamics.

· Urban and physical planning and its role in environmental management; the Master plan and the short-term development plans and their implications.

· Urban land-use and land tenure systems and their implications for planning.

· Urban infrastructure; public/open spaces, transport, community facilities and utilities.

· Urban-rural inter-linkages; urban footprint and sustainability.

· Urban housing and the challenge of slums, informal settlements, shanty towns and implications for development.

· Sanitation, human waste, pollution and management strategies.

· Water pollution, air pollution, noise pollution, toxic waste and available management options.

· Public participation in urban environmental management; the role of communities, community based organizations, NGOs and civil society.

· The environmental management strategy; the incorporation of different stakeholders; legal and political implications.
