Health Informatics

Description:

This is an introductory course to the information, Communication and technology necessary for the effective practice of Family Medicine.

Course Objectives: 

By the end of this course, the student shall:

1. Master knowledge of the principles and relevant computer application programmes.

2. Demonstrate knowledge of the application of computing and information technology to Medical practice (Medical Informatics)

Course content:

Introduction to computers, Windows Operating System and computer applications, 

Use of Electroninc resources e.g Internet use, 

Health Informatics domains, Information management, 

Application of computers to health Care delivery, organisation and research.

Method of delivery:

Lecturers and practical skills sessions

Progressive Assessment:

Tutorials, and take-home assignments. Will contribute 40% of end of semester mark for the course.
Summative Assessment:

Written examination and a Practical Examination. Each to contribute 50% to the final mark. Each must be passed by 60%. Failure of one component means failure of the whole course.
