FAM 8102: Clinical Practice of Reproductive Health in Primary Care. 

This is a core course that must be passed by all students.

By working along side experienced obstetricians and gynaecologists during ward rounds, OPD clinics, theatre operations and community obstetric projects, the student will be expected to master the skills and attitudes necessary to render every pregnancy safe and every delivery health-facility based.

Course Objectives: At the end of this course, the student will be able to demonstrate:

1. Appropriate Skills for effective case-management:

2. Appropriate Professional attitude.

3. Appropriate integration of knowledge, attitude, skills and practice 

Content and outcomes:

They will demonstrate competence in judgement, case management, planning, and follow up as a continuum of care. The student will be expected to competently manage all obstetric and gynaecologic emergencies. The student should be able to perform early diagnostic tests for detection of abnormalities both gynaecological and obstetric e.g. working knowledge of the obstetric ultrasound. Be able to do unaided visual inspection of the cervix and take biopsies, be able to detect Cancer of the breast and refer early. Be able to investigate cases of infertility thoroughly before referral. Have skill in handling obstetric instruments e.g. obstetric forceps and vacuum for assisted vaginal delivery, assembly of MVA apparatus in abortal care. 

The student will also be given assignments, present tutorials and make case presentations to the department of Family Medicine.

Specific minimum Course content:

· History–taking and interpretation skills,

· Physical clinical examination skills,

· Laboratory investigations and interpretation skills,

· Treatment and drug management skills,

· Clinical reasoning skills

· Carrying out clinical procedures.

Progressive Assessment:

· Personalised Individual Assessment will be done through clinical case presentations, assessment of ward work, bedside teaching and learning sessions, on-call duty assessment, assessment of mastery of skills and procedures as prescribed in the detailed course content for each discipline. Two clinical tests based on short cases or Objectively Structured Clinical Examination (OSCE) shall be conducted. A certificate of due performance has to be issued midway through the semester and again at the end of the semester before sitting for the end of semester examination. This certificate must be shown at the entrance to the hall for the end of semester university clinical examination. An attendance of less than 80 % will disqualify the student from sitting the end of semester university examination. There shall be at least 10 OSCE stations. 

· The progressive assessment shall contribute 40% of the final mark for the clinical course. 

Summative Assessment

This shall contribute 60% of the final mark for the course. Personalized Individual Assessment, Short cases and an OSCE shall be conducted. There will be at least 15 OSCE stations of which at least two shall be oral examinations or viva voce stations one to assess the log book and another oral station to assess the attitude and aptitude of the student. The pass mark for the clinical examination is 60% however the stations shall be weighted differently and the department shall have the prerogative to make one or more stations must-pass stations.

All the assessments shall be jointly planned and jointly carried out by the host department and the mother department.
