LAW 2211	LAND TRANSACTIONS 

Course Description
This course covers the practical aspects of the law of Real Property in Uganda. The course content builds on the contents covered in the course on Foundations of Land Law. It covers registration and other transactions relating to land.

Course Content
Various forms of land registration, the Torrens system of land conveyansing, legal and equitable interest in land, the doctrine of bona-fide purchaser, leases, privity of estate and contract; restrictive covenants, licenses, landlord and tenant relationship mortgages, the effect of the expropriation of properties of Asians and other people in 1972.

Course Objectives
1. 	To introduce students to the domestic application of concepts of ownership, entitlement and transfer of real property in Uganda
2. 	To introduce students to the relevant statutory provisions giving procedures and documentation that apply to transactions in land.
3. 	To offer students exposure to legal securities relating to land

Learning Outcomes
At the end of this course, students should be able to:
1. 	Articulate all the statutory procedures relating conveyance of land in Uganda
2. 	Know the relevant documents in conveyancing of land.
3. 	Know how to solve problems that arise in the conveyance and use of land as security.

Methods of Instruction
1. At the commencement of the course, students are availed with reading lists, which indicate the topics to be covered, and the respective reading materials for the respective topics.  It is expected that the student uses this list in preparation for each lecture.
2. The students are introduced to each topic and guided on the principles therein.  Thereafter, students will be given problems for discussion in class. Students are further encouraged to also formulate their problems for discussion during the lectures.
	
Assessment
1. A coursework will be administered during the coursework week to be marked out of 30 marks.
2. An examination will be given at the end of the semester to be marked out of 70 marks.  
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
