MAFA 16252 ELECTIVE PAINTING 2
Course Description:
The course explores the historical perspective of painting.  Learners are exposed to the traditional and modern developments in painting. It explores the characteristics, motives, materials and tools, instructions used and the effects of modern painting. Learner experiment in painting and studio technology based on the different materials, experiences, psychology, grounds supports and various painting styles.

Objectives
By the end of this course, learners should be in position to.

1. Explain the development of painting styles and materials through the ages.
2. Analyze the different painting styles in relation to the teaching and learning of painting.
3. Experiment with different painting styles and media.

4. Explore the various visual effects of colour in relation to subject matter.

5. Examine different colour over different grounds and supports.
6. Examine the different methods and techniques used in the teaching of painting.
Course Content

· Historical perspective of painting
Analysis of methods and techniques and materials used in painting from the pre-historic period to modern period.
· Comparison of traditional with modern styles and their implication to the teaching of painting. 
· Colour theory 
The development and implication of a colour wheel, the psychological meaning of colour.  
· Types of colour and their limitations and possibilities (primary, secondary and tertiary colours purpose of painting in relation to choice of colours).

· Different painting styles
Experimenting with the different methods and techniques for painting styles in powder colours as the basis (e.g. expressionism impressionism, pointillism, colourism etc). 
· Approaches to the teaching of the different painting styles. 
· Developing different composition in relation to selected themes from day to day life.

· Experimenting with different colours
Methods and techniques of painting with water colours, acrylics and also following students’ choices of styles but the same theme.

· Assessment in painting. Methods and techniques of assessment in painting
Delivery methods

Content is delivered through individual and group research, discussions and observation regarding the historical perspective.  Experimentation with different types of colours and supports will be done through projects.

Evaluation
