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Course objective: 
This course introduces student to the history of the development of the communication media and the contemporary environment of mass communication. Emphasis is on the scope of the media issues that arise. The history is used largely to explain, illustrate and to give context to the issues in terms of the attendant social, political, economic and technical factors.

Course description:

The second covers contemporary conceptual and practical issues that affect the media. Through the course, students trace the effects of the spread of information from early writing and examine issues and concepts regarding the modern information society.
