PAT 7102: Advanced Principles Of Pathology 
Objective:
The aim is of this course is to introduce students to general aspects of pathology and enable students to understand the pathologic basis of disease including an understanding of the causes and mechanisms of disease and associated alteration in structure and function.

Students will develop skills of observation, interpretation and integration needed to analyse disease causation, mechanisms and effects.

Students will be able to apply principles of normality, response to injury, mechanisms of injury and expression of clinical disease in evaluation of selected situations and use this knowledge in subsequent courses.

Contents

This is an introductory course meant to help students familiarize with use of different terms and concepts in disease.  The course will cover causes of disease, inflammation, healing and hypertrophy, immunopathology, host-parasite relationships, types of infections, disturbances of blood flow and body fluids, miscellaneous tissue deposits, degeneration and general features of tumors including aetiology of cancer.  Students will be provided with clinical history, anatomical lesions, and laboratory data of patients to determine the diagnosis and explain the pathogenesis of the disease.

Learning Methods

Students will learn by tutorials, interactive seminar-like approach, group presentations and practicals, including autopsies.
