Macro Techniques In Diagnostic Histopathology 
Objective: At the end of the course, the trainee is expected to be able to make a comprehensive macroscopic report on the specimen which comprises of specimen type, measurements, description of the pathology and other tissues present; and from large specimens a description of the blocks of the tissues taken for histological examination with a record of the sites from which they were obtained and their numbers.

Content: The course will focus on procedures in the cut up room where specimens are identified, logged in, examined, described, dissected and prepared for histological processing. The purpose of this procedure is to establish what the specimen consists of, what it looks like and how it differs from the normal. Principles of dissection will be spelled out in this course particularly taking into account that all the pathology is assessed and features of prognostic importance noted. The course will expose the student to the processing of all tissues from the body.
