Brief course description:
This course will cover the identification of research problem, development of research proposal, and execution of research project.

Specific learning outcomes:

1. identify a research problem, 

2. develop a research proposal,

3. identify appropriate tools for a given research problem, 

4. execute a research proposal and present findings.

Detailed course description: 

Introduction to research methods and their limitations; Identification of research problems; Formulation of research objectives; Experimental design and research tools; Research proposal preparation; Collection, management and presentation of data; Preparation of research reports; Scientific writing;  Monitoring and evaluation of research projects (60 hours). 

Mode of delivery:

The course will consist of instruction on field research and moderation of research proposals

Assessment method:

This will be done through examination of research proposal (40%) and (field report, tests and assignments) (60%)
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
