Brief course description:
This course will cover the merger of theory and practice, writing of viable research proposal, executing a successful research project, and writing a comprehensive research report and submission for evaluation 

Specific learning outcomes:

2) write a viable research proposal,

3) execute a successful research project, and 

4) write a comprehensive research report and submit for evaluation.

Detailed course description:

Conduction of research which entails collection of data. Interpretation, Analysis, synthesis and writing a full report for evaluation. (60 hours).
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
