SSA 7202 ADVANCED PEDAGOGICAL STRATEGIES IN SOCIAL SCIENCES AND ARTS EDUCATION (Core for MED SSAE Students)
Course description:
This course exposes the graduate student teachers to modern strategies of teaching humanities in secondary schools and institution of higher learning.  It will equip them with skills related to student motivation, handling large classes, and small classes, appropriate use of various teaching methods relevant to different areas of trainees’ specialties.  Graduates will be guided on how to explore and organize relevant learning recourses including the application of E-resources.
Course objectives:

When successfully covered, the graduates should be able to:-

(i) Create a participatory and enabling learning environment for the teaching of humanities.

(ii) Apply skills needed for developing and implementing transformative classroom practice.

(iii) Encourage students to innovate, develop, adopt and select appropriate learning resources needed for effective teaching-learning process in the various disciplines of humanities.

Course outline

(a) Creating a conducive learning atmosphere relevant to the subject in question.

(b) Vertical and horizontal integration strategies in the teaching of humanities.

(c) Principles of effective teaching.

(d) Development, selection and appropriate use of learning resources.

(e) The value of demonstration learning and peer-teaching strategies.

(f) The application of E-learning in the field of humanities.

(g) Humanities for sustainable development.

Instructional approaches

These will include Lectures, seminars, collaborative learning strategies, demonstrations.

Assessment

One written course paper that will be presented to the class and then awarded by the instructor.  This shall contribute constituents 20%.  A second assignment under an examination (test) management shall contribute 20%.  One final examination to contribute 60%.  The two forms of assessment shall total up to 100% Pass mark shall be  60%.

Expected outcomes

· Post graduates of this course are expected to appreciate the challenges facing teachers and students of humanities in the contemporary world.

· Post graduates are expected to develop critical innovative problem solving strategies of addressing the problems in the field of humanities.
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
