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Course content:

1. Definition and scope of planning, why planning philosophy. 

2. Examination of the general body of knowledge contributing to the Philosophy of Planning. 

3. Concepts of change, innovation, equilibrium, choice, values, goals, and objectives within the general framework of locating scarce resources and ecological view of planning. 

4. Different approaches to planning, problem solving, decision making and implementation 

5. The reciprocity and the implications of the evolution of representative democracy to participatory democracy, roles and values of contemporary planners. 

6. Comparative study of planning process in selected countries to illustrate the relationship between planning and Social, Economic and Political Systems (with reference to selected cities).
