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Course content:

1. Overview of land use issues in rural environments (land characteristics, land qualities and land limitations and land improvements, etc). 

2. Acquisition, management and analysis of rural land use data. Land capability and Land suitability classification systems in rural areas (classification orders, classes, subclasses, etc).  

3. Land evaluation as a basis for land use planning and management (principles of land evaluation, objectives of land evaluation, land evaluation procedures and steps). 

4. Rural land use planning and management (basic principles of rural land use planning and management, objectives of rural land use planning, rural land use planning tools, land use planning and management information requirements for rural settings, land use planning procedural arrangements in rural environments, etc). 

5. Rural land use appraisal techniques as a basis for land use planning and management in rural urban areas. Rural land use planning and management in Uganda (traditional versus modern, levels of planning i.e. decentralization and rural land use planning, current issues, possibilities and challenges, policies, laws and regulations, etc).
