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Course content:

1. Overview of sociological and anthropological issues and rural development.  

2. Concept of culture and rural development (language, culture and an individual, culture and rural society, etc), 

3. Modes of subsistence and adaptation and their implications to rural planning and development. 

4. Sociology of rural economic systems (systems of production, socio-economics of distribution, etc). 

5. Marriage family and community and their relevance to rural development.  

6. Power politics in rural areas and its implications for rural development (Social classes, stratification, women’s’ world [gender], social controls and pressures, religion, etc). Understanding the concepts of peasants and poverty and how they relate to rural development. 

7. Sociology of rural development – the Uganda perspective.
