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Course content:

1. Introduction:-objectives, the impact of government on planning (on land use and development control, environmental issues and developments). 

2. Problems and decision making in key policy areas of public policy (why and who makes decisions),

3. Relationships and conflicts between local and central governments (conflicts and resolutions on key planning issues i.e. land, environment, industrial development, infrastructural development e.t.c. 

4. Relationships between central government and other planning agencies e.g. NGO’s communities.
