1. Introduction to real estate principles and practices and ethical issues. 

2. Introduction to Real Estate Laws (the concept of agency as it relates to the area of real estate, including the creation of the fiduciary relationship and termination of the agent’s authority and various related topics). 

3. The essential elements of a contract including discussions of offer and acceptance, the statute of frauds, parol evidence, specific performance and remedies for breach, and the unauthorized practice of law. 

4. Real Estate Development (analysis the entire field of real estate development including its methodology, history, marketing, and specific operations of planning, analysis, feasibility studies, negotiation techniques, etc). Real Estate Appraisal (The valuation of real estate including the functions, purposes and techniques of appraising land and improvements).

5. Extensive review of the concepts of ownership interests, zoning, land use regulation and how they affect the value of real estate. 

6. Analysis of real estate investments in reference to income-producing property.  

7. Real Estate Finance (understanding the flow of real estate funds, including the origination process, the secondary market, and the securitization of mortgage pools, etc). 

8. Real Estate Management (Management of residential, commercial, and industrial properties on behalf of owners, rent collecting, property maintaining, etc)
