3. Justification for the new emphasis on different roles for central government and local governments. 

4. Governance in the context of rural and regional development -decentralization, democratization, local and social environmental movements. 

5. Relations between NGOs, central, local governments. 

6. Character and functions of the civil society. 

7. Local governance in the 1990s and beyond with emphasis on Uganda. 

8. Uganda’s current local governance and administrative structure and its implications for regional planning, district planning and rural development. 

9. A case study of one district in Uganda.
